Sportspeople are committed to fair play, honesty,
courtesy, and competition, approaching both
winning and losing with grace.

Sportspeople understand that strong competition
and civility can—and should—coexist. They
appreciate the quality of their competitors,
and the effort put forth by others.

Sportspeople uphold their responsibilities to the
sport of purebred dogs and refuse to let personal
gain or self-interest influence their decisions

or behavior.

The sportsperson judges only on the merits
of the dogs and considers no other factors.

The sportsperson judge or exhibitor accepts
constructive criticism.

The sportsperson exhibitor declines to enter or
exhibit under a judge where it might reasonably
appear that the judge’s placements could be
based on something other than the merits of
the dogs.

The sportsperson exhibitor refuses to
compromise the impartiality of a judge.

Sportspeople are willing to share honest and
open appraisals of both the strengths and
weaknesses of their breeding stock.

Sportspeople decline to exploit any positions of
authority or recognition for personal advantage.

Sportspeople appreciate those that have gone
before them and realize they are responsible
for maintaining and enhancing the sport for
future generations.
